Consideration of received property & casualty insurance bids was opened by Mayor Hendrix who stated the bids were shared at the August 20, 2024, Regular Board Meeting and on Friday, August 23, 2024, Mayor Hendrix, City Attorney Maines and City Manager Hayes completed the grading of the two bids they received. Mayor Hendrix stated she was turning the meeting over to City Attorney Maines to discuss the notice of intent to award the property and casualty insurance. 
City Attorney Maines stated that they utilized the ranking sheets and went according to the criteria in choosing the recommendations we were going to make to the board tonight. The City Attorney Maines stated at this time the procedurally correct thing to do is to issue a notice of intent to award a bid, notify the bidders and post it on the front door of City Hall. This is the Statutory Procedure and that is what City Attorney Maines is recommending the city doing now. There is a period for a bid protest to be filed and that’s why we give the notice of intent and if there is no protest we can award that bid administratively and prepare a contract that will probably be presented at the next Regular Commissioners Meeting. City Attorney Maines stated that pursuant to the rankings Brown & Brown came out on top and so the recommendation of the committee is the notice of intent to award the bid is to go to Brown & Brown. 
Mayor Hendrix stated to the board they had received the books for Brown & Brown and FMIT for them to view and then we did the grading on Friday.
